2010 NHFOA MEETING QUIZ 1

Instructions: Mark T or F next to the appropriate question.

1. Prior to the game, both teams wait for the other team to go out onto the field first. Ruling: The referee shall direct the home-team coach to have his team enter first. 

2. Prior to the start of the game, the home team has provided two balls for inspection and approval. The visiting team has inadvertently left the balls on the bus, and the bus has left the facility. Ruling: Penalize the visiting team for not having a game ball at the beginning of the first half. They can have balls approved for the second half. 

3. A44 is in motion at the snap and within the free-blocking zone. A cuts into the middle of the line, and blocks linebacker A67, who moved up to the defensive line prior to the snap, below the waist. Ruling: Legal block. 

4. A 2/7 on the B-14. A67 is on the line of scrimmage and in the free blocking zone at the snap. He pulls down the line at the snap and contacts B76 (who was in the free blocking zone at the snap) inside the shoulders, below the neck, above the waist and in the back while both the ball and B76 are in the free-blocking zone. Runner A43 runs for a score. Ruling: TD. Try on B-3. 

5. A 3/6 on the B-27. There is :04 remaining at the snap. The score is A 20 B 24. A44 breaks into the clear and scores the go-ahead touchdown. When he is in the clear and turns and taunts B44 chasing the play. Ruling: Game over. 

6. There is :04 on the clock in the first half. A 2/7 on the B-27. A11 drops back to pass, scrambles and goes beyond the LOS, where he throws a pass to end A88 for a score. B accepts the penalty. Ruling: Extend the period for an untimed down. 

7. K 4/4 at the A-36. K3’s punt is blocked and stays behind the neutral zone, where it is picked up by K33 and run to the R49. Ruling: K 1/10 at the R-49. Clock stops and is restarted on the snap. 

8. During the pre-game conference it is related to the referee the home team’s head coach will be in the press box during the game. He designates his offensive coordinator as the person to call time out if necessary. Ruling: Illegal. 

9. A 3/7 on the B40. Following enforcement of a holding penalty, leaving the ball at the A-48, the coach wants a conference to discuss misapplication of the rule. He has no time-outs remaining in the half. Ruling: If the coach is ruled wrong in his conference, he is penalized an additional delay of game penalty. 

10. B17 thinks he is the 12th player on the field and prior to the snap leaves the field on the opponent’s sideline. Ruling: Penalize for illegal substitution (dead-ball foul.)
