RULES AND REGULATIONS

(Amended June 2010)
I. Major Goal:
To provide the largest number of pre-high school aged youth with a positive experience in the game of football.
Other Objectives:
1. The participants must have FUN.

2. The participants should learn the values of team sports and discipline.

3. The participants should learn the fundamentals of the game of football.

II. Governing Structure:

A. Board will consist of an Executive Board, and the Presidents and League Representative from each member town. Each member town will be afforded one vote. The Executive Board will consist of five (5) members with equal authority and equal voting privileges. The Executive Board will only vote on SYFC disciplinary matters, and have no voting privileges on rules or By-Laws changes unless a tie exists. In the case of a tie on a vote, the Executive Board will cast one unified vote to break the tie. This vote will be determined by a simple majority of the Executive Board. Executive Board members may not be the President or SYFC Representative from a local member board, but may hold other local board or coaching positions.



Executive Board Responsibilities

1. Facilitate and coordinate all official and administrative functions of the SYFC.  

2. Supervise and control all business and affairs of the SYFC.
3. Organize and run all SYFC official meetings.
4. Referee and/or rule on all disciplinary matters of the SYFC.
5. Handle all correspondence and documentation of the SYFC.
6. Record and distribute minutes of all SYFC official meetings.
7. Update and present for board approval SYFC By-Laws.
8. Investigate issues regarding proposed rules changes for submission to the board for approval.
9. Control all the funds of the SYFC. 
10. Control and account for the disbursement of all funds of the SYFC.
11. Control and account for the collection of all funds of the SYFC including League Dues, Insurance, and fundraising activities.
12. Prepare an annual budget for board approval.
13. Prepare for every regular scheduled meeting of the SYFC, a written and formalized Treasurer’s Report that includes all transactions and an updated balance.

14. Oversee the scheduling process and schedule all games for the SYFC.  

15. Act as liaison for referees and officials and schedule and coordinate assignments of referees and officials for all SYFC games.

16. Handle all publicity for the SYFC.

17. Investigate SYFC development and growth including communicating with other football programs and conferences for possible expansion.
18. The SYFC Executive Board will assist Member Towns in any way possible to encourage the proper operation of a local League or Board. The SYFC Executive Board may also investigate allegations or situations that call into question the proper operation of a Member Town. The local board is expected to work cooperatively with the SYFC Executive Board to resolve such issues in a timely manner.
B. Fiscal Year:  January 1 to December 31.
C. Elections:  January – Nominations;  February – Voting
D. Voting Procedure:  Quorum – 2/3 majority is necessary for an official meeting to take place (a simple majority is needed to adopt policy once a quorum is established).  Failure to attend any Board meeting will result in loss of vote at the next meeting.  Missing two meetings in one fiscal year will result in the offending town being placed on probation pending Board review.
E. In the event of any proposed change in playing rules, said change will be tabled for the next meeting, in order that respective towns have time to discuss proposals with their town membership and coaches.
F. Rules and regulations can be amended with a motion by the Executive Board and passed by operating board unless opposed by more than three (3) towns.

G. SYFC Rules & Regulations are to be amended every two years.  Next vote is scheduled for 2010.
H. Minimum Requirements for Member Towns

1. Local By-Laws

All member towns must have By-Laws which are voted in by their Executive Board and reviewed and revised periodically. They will clearly define the following components:

a. Governing Structure:   A Board consisting of a minimum of a President, Vice President, Treasurer, and Recording Secretary will be established with responsibilities delineated for each position.
b. Financial Requirements:   Local Boards should keep clear and organized financial records and follow appropriate State and Federal guidelines and laws regarding financial requirements and reporting for the classification of organization they fall under. It is suggested that local leagues obtain 501(c) (3) Non Profit organization status. 
c. Schedule of Board Meetings:   A schedule of regular Board meetings shall be established and documented which will include one Year End Open Meeting.
d. Open Meeting:   A year end Open Meeting will be held annually to discuss the state of the league, report on financial information, and hold elections. All Local League Members must be made aware of and invited to this meeting.

e. Election Procedure:   An Election Procedure shall be established and documented which identifies the voting procedure for Board Positions. It is suggested that elections be designed to include voting rights to league members       (coaches, volunteers, etc.) A nomination process should also be established to identify viable candidates.

f. Health and Safety Procedures:   A section in the By-Laws must be devoted to Health and Safety issues and procedures for players. These will include, but not be limited to:

i. Procedure for practicing in extreme weather (heat, cold, lightning, etc.). 

ii. Player Injury Protocol

iii. Equipment reconditioning and recertification procedures.

iv. Equipment Fitting Procedure.

These should meet the guidelines as written in the AYF Rulebook.

2. Submission of documents to SYFC

Member towns will be required to submit the following documentation to the SYFC by July 1st each year:

a. Updated By-Laws

b. Proof of adequate Insurance including Director’s and Officer’s Insurance.

III. Membership:   Communities will be obligated to the Conference on an annual basis.

A. Charter Members:  The communities of Amity, Branford, Cheshire, Clinton, East Haven, Guilford, Madison, Milford, North Branford, North Haven, Old Saybrook and Tri-Town.

Team Colors:  Each community is assigned an official color combination for their jersey to be worn by all divisions from their community.

B. League Dues:  A fee will be determined each year by the membership, payable by the February meeting.

IV. Expansion:   
A. Petitions: Written petitions must be received by the April meeting.
B. Presentations:  Verbal presentation must be made at the meeting immediately following receipt of written request for entry into the League.
C. Vote:  Voting will take place immediately following the verbal presentation.  2/3 majority of the current membership is required in order to accept a new member.
D. Expansion/Contraction: Towns may be voted out of the league by 3/4 majority vote by the SYFC Operating Board. If this vote is taken after the April meeting then it will apply to the following season. The procedure to do this is as follows:
1. Expulsion must proposed by a Town in writing citing the SYFC rule broken or reason as to why the Town thinks the proposed expellee should be removed. The expulsion proposal must be seconded in writing by another Town.
2. Upon receipt of a written expulsion proposal and associating seconding proposal, SYFC Executive Board will put a "hearing" on the SYFC agenda, to be held within two months of the receipt of these motions. SYFC will hold an open hearing about the merits of the case with all Towns welcome to attend. SYFC Executive Board members will recuse themselves from any hearing which involves their own Town. A final vote will be scheduled for the next regularly scheduled SYFC meeting.
3. Should an expulsion vote be successful, the potential expellee has one month to file a written appeal to SYFC Executive Board. The Executive Board will vote on the appeal within one month of receipt, with SYFC Executive Board members again recusing themselves from considering cases against their own Town. SYFC Executive Board must vote unanimously to overturn.
Note: SYFC Executive Board may, in its sole discretion, overturn an expulsion vote, but with such sanctions (including, but not limited to, Playoff suspensions, fines, etc.) as deemed appropriate.
V. League Organization:  Five divisions (towns’ option on number of teams).

Shoreline Youth Football Conference adheres to the American Youth Football (AYF) All-American Division. This is a grade based / age protected division with no weight limits. The above table explains the divisions.
VI. Player Discipline:  If an official ejects a player from a game, that player is suspended for the next game.  A player ejected from more than one game in a season will be suspended for the remainder of the season.  If said player’s coach does not enforce this discipline, that coach will be suspended for the following game.

VII. Conference Rules:  National Federation of State High School Associations (“Federation”) rules apply for games. AYF Official Rules and Regulations (revised 4-11-2009) will apply for all other guidelines including, but not limited to the following:
A. Length of Season:  As defined in the AYF Official Rules and Regulations (revised 4-11-2009), PLAYING SEASON / PRACTICE, page 14. However, the SYFC season summary is as follows;

B. Practices:  As defined in the AYF Official Rules and Regulations (revised 4-11-2009), PLAYING SEASON / PRACTICE, page 14.
C. Game Length:  As defined in the AYF Official Rules and Regulations (revised 4-11-2009), PLAYING SEASON / GAMES, page 15.
Game Length Summary

1. Fours 10 Minute Quarters 

2. Three (3) timeouts per half. Timeouts are not charged against a team for injuries or game officials’ timeout.
3. Maximum Half Time allowed is 15 minutes.
D. Squad Size:  As defined in the AYF Official Rules and Regulations (revised 4-11-2009), ROSTERS, page 20.
Rosters Summary

1. Maximum squad size is 36 (Teams must split with 37+ Players).

2. Minimum initial squad size is 16.
E. Mandatory Play Rule As defined in the AYF Official Rules and Regulations (revised 4-11-2009), MANDATORY PLAY RULES, page 21.
Mandatory Play Rule Summary

1. 31 – 36 Players = 4 Plays

2. 26 – 30 Players = 6 Plays

3. 16 – 25 Players = 8 Plays

4. Must be completed by end of 3rd Quarter. (If not done, players must be inserted until complete.)

5. All Minimum plays must be “Active” plays (punt and punt return are Active plays from the LOS and do count). All special teams’ plays (Kick-Off, Kick Return, and Extra Point Attempt) do not count as plays. All plays must be from the line of scrimmage (LOS). Any Penalties resulting in the replay of the down do not count as plays. Plays that result in a quarterback dropping to his knee with the sole purpose of “playing it safe” will not count as plays.
6. Each team will supply 2 adults, 18 years of age or older, to monitor the Mandatory Play Rule. Failure to supply 2 adults as described will be considered a violation of the Mandatory Play Rule and may result in the forfeiture of the game.
7. The SYFC Executive Board will enforce the adherence of the Minimum Play Rule. During the regular season teams may agree not to provide counters to officially count the plays, wherein both teams forfeit their right to protest such game. However, if a complaint is forwarded to the SYFC Executive Board, it will be investigated and disciplinary action may be levied.

G. Communication Devices:  As defined in the AYF Official Rules and Regulations (revised 4-11-2009), PLAYING SEASON / GAMES, page 15.
Communication Devices Summary

There will be no electronic devices from the press box, coaching box, sidelines, or any other position on the field that may be used to relay messages to the coaches or players at any time.
H. Point Spread Rule:  The SYFC will utilize the following rule in lieu of the AYF rule as defined in the AYF Official Rules and Regulations (revised 4-11-2009), PLAYING SEASON / GAMES, page 15.
Point Spread Rule Summary

1. SYFC Rule: If the final score has a point differential of more than 35 points, the winning head coach will receive an automatic one (1) game suspension to be served the next scheduled game. In addition to being suspended from the game, that coach will not be permitted to participate in any practices the week preceding the game for which they are suspended. If the same winning head coach violates this rule twice, the offending head coach will be suspended for the remainder of the season. (Note: If the head coach is serving a suspension for violating this rule and the rule is violated again during his suspension, the head coach will be suspended for the remainder of the season.) The SYFC Executive Board reserves the right to review all games regardless of the point spread, and assess disciplinary action if necessary.
2. 2nd Half Only: If the score differential is greater than 25 points, the clock becomes a running clock. When the point differential is greater than 25 points after the losing team scores, the losing team will receive the ball again. They will also have the choice as to whether they will receive a normal kickoff or take the ball on their own 40 yard line. The winning team is prohibited from running any mis-direction, counter, reverses or “trick plays” of any kind. Skill position starters must be replaced whenever possible.
3. Mandatory plays must be completed regardless of the score or game clock.
I. Officials:  The SYFC will adapt a charter for its officials. The minimum number of officials needed to work a game shall be two (2). If there are fewer than two (2) officials, the game will be postponed. Playoff games will be covered by four (4) officials.
J. Exceptions to Federation Game Rules:  As previously stated, all games will be governed by the National Federation of State High School Associations (“Federation”) rules. The following exceptions will be in effect for the 2010 season:
1. The 4th Grade Division will be allowed two coaches per team on the field for the entire regular season only.  A team can elect not to have coaches on the field. This does not preclude the opposing team from doing so.
a. The on-field coaches must remain ten yards behind the deepest player.
b. The on-field coaches on either side of the ball cannot speak to, gesture to, signal or reposition a player once the offensive huddle breaks.
c. The 1st violation of (b.) will result in a 5 yard penalty to the offending team; the 2nd violation will result in an unsportsmanlike 15yard penalty on the offending coach; the 3rd violation will result in the removal of both on-field coaches for the offending team from the field of play. The coaches may return to the sideline and continue to coach the game from there.
d. No on-field coaches will be allowed during the post-season for the top tier playoffs. Coaches should plan accordingly as the end of the regular season nears.
2. For Point-After-Touchdown (PAT) attempts, two (2) points will be awarded for a converted kick and one (1) point will be awarded for a converted run or pass (also stated in F.).
K. SYFC Playoffs:  Playoffs will be played after the season is completed and will consist of the following:
1. SYFC Championship Series:  Top 6 teams from each grade level will qualify. Seed 3 plays Seed 6 & Seed 4 plays Seed 5 mid-week. Seed 1 will play the lowest seed remaining. Seed 2 will play the other mid-week winner. In all cases, the higher seed teams will host the games. If unable to host, the opponent will host the game. A neutral site will be used as a last resort. The winners of the “semis” will play for the SYFC Championship at a neutral site.
2. Sugar Bowl Playoff Series:  Format to be determined. The higher seeds will host.

3. Orange Bowl Playoff Series:  The remaining seeds from each grade level will qualify. The higher seeds will host.
4. Playoff games ending in a tie will be completed using the Kansas City Tie-Breaker rules. (Starting at 10 yard line.)
L. Tie Breakers:  In the event there is a tie between two or more teams in points (wins and ties), the following Tie-Breakers (TBs) will be utilized in the order specified to determine seeds for playoffs. Teams will carry their established seeds throughout the SYFC Playoffs.

1. Head to Head results

2. Record vs. common opponents

3. Strength of Schedule (SoS) - as determined by the team’s opponents’ total points 

If a tie involves three or more teams, the same three tie breakers above will be used to determine if one or more teams can be “eliminated” from the tie. For example, let’s say there is a four-way tie (Teams A, B, C and D).  After going through TB # 1 (head to head), the results are inconclusive (A beat B, B beat C, C beat D and D beat A).  Each has a 3-1 record vs. common opponents so the results of TB #2 are inconclusive.  The SoS of A, B and D are the same and higher than C.  Team C is eliminated from the tie and receives the lowest seed of the four teams. The TB #1, #2 and #3 process is repeated with Teams A, B and D. (Note: If SoS of A, B and D were the same and LOWER than C, then Team C is still “eliminated” from the tie, but is seeded highest of the four teams.

Note: In reference to playoff seeding and tie breakers, the term “points” refers to points awarded to teams for wins (3) and ties (1). It does not refer to points scored or points allowed in games. Points scored or allowed by a team has no bearing on its seeding.
4. Coin Flip – Used only when the first three TBs yield inconclusive results.
M. Appeals Process:  The ruling of the On-site Commissioner will be final.  The ruling can be subject to review by the Shoreline Youth Football League Board.  The On-site Commissioner shall be present at any review by the Board.

N. Stacking Rule: Executive Board from each town should look to ensure that all teams are split as evenly as possible with regard to age and player ability.  Teams from the same town must be split evenly according to age at all levels.   The SYFC Executive Board may, in its sole discretion, sanction a town as deemed appropriate. 
If the SYFC executive board receives two or more complaints in writing from member towns regarding another town “Stacking One Team”, then the SYFC executive board shall investigate and render a decision as to the complaints merit.  If the SYFC executive board deems there is merit to the complaint, then there shall be a specific sanction that the team found in violation shall be precluded from playing in the playoffs.

O. Scheduling Guidelines:  

1. No team shall be scheduled to play more than one team from any member town during the course of the regular season wherever scheduling allows.
2. All towns fielding two or more teams in any one division must be prepared to play each other to ensure a balanced league schedule.
VIII. Equipment:  As defined in the AYF Official Rules and Regulations (revised 4-11-2009), PLAYING SEASON / GAMES – “Sanctioned Footballs”, page 16, AYF strongly recommends the use of Wilson footballs during the regular season. Any NFHS or NCAA sanctioned football may be used as an alternative, but Wilson footballs must be used in AYF sanctioned playoffs. Home team is responsible for providing a minimum of two game balls.

IX. Registration:  
A. Standardized form will be required.  All towns are required to include the official Shoreline League registration form.  The form shall state the basic League requirements including, but not limited to:  age, date of birth, grade entering, and minimum playing time requirements.
B. Registration dates, sites and fees are to be set by each town.

C. Each child must submit proof of a physical examination or a medical release by August 1 or the first day of practice.

X. Rosters:

A. No additions to rosters after turn-in date (exception: any recent move from out of town).  Any additions must be sanctioned by the Executive Board.

B. Number of teams must be submitted to the Executive Board by the July meeting unless otherwise granted an exception by the Executive Board.

C. Rosters will be submitted to the town representative by the League.  The representative will be responsible to distribute rosters to his coaches.  Rosters must contain: jersey number, name, age, school grade and weight (in that order and numerically).

D. Any roster player inactive or ineligible due to injury or discipline will require notification to be made to the opposing coach and the On-site Commissioner prior to the start of the game.  Disciplinary action during a game must be reported to the On-site Commissioner.

XI. Trophies:  The Shoreline Youth Football Conference will provide a first and second place trophy for each Division.  The trophies will travel from town to town with each year’s winners.  Individual trophies will be presented by the Conference to members of the first and second place teams in each Division.

XII. Town Responsibilities:  Towns will be responsible for:
A. Providing game sites

B. Payment of officials

C. Chains and chain crews

D. Providing on-site medical aid.  Medical personnel at game should be EMT status or above and properly equipped.  They must be introduced to officials and coaches prior to the start of the game.  If medical coverage is not provided within one half hour after scheduled start time, the home team will forfeit.  No game is to be played without medical coverage.
E. On-site Commissioner will have a copy of written instructions from the SYFC Executive Board to review with head coach and officials during this introduction.
F. Home team shall report scores to Sports Information Director.
G. On-site Commissioner shall be a member of the host town’s organization appointed for all home games and have rules in hand.  All violations will be reviewed by the Executive Board with the possibility of game forfeit.

I. MAKEUP GAME RULE

Any league game not played due to weather or any other reason must be rescheduled according to the following process, in order of priority:
1. Home team goes to Visitor’s home field, if available, on Sunday.
2. Both teams go to Neutral site on Sunday, if available.
3. Home team reschedules game for Monday, Tuesday or Wednesday of that week.
4. Home team goes to Visitor’s home field, if available, on Monday, Tuesday or Wednesday of that week.
5. Both teams go to neutral site on Monday, Tuesday or Wednesday of that week.
6. Home team reschedules game for Monday, Tuesday or Wednesday of the following week.
7. Visitors reschedule game for Monday, Tuesday or Wednesday of the following week.
8. Both teams go to neutral site on Monday, Tuesday or Wednesday of the following week.
9. If game is still not played after steps 1-8, both teams must send representative to Executive Board hearing for dispensation which may include appropriate disciplinary action at the Executive Board’s sole discretion.
XIII. Insurance:  Each town must subscribe to the insurance (medical and liability) policy recommended by the Executive Board.
XIV. Rules Violations:  Any rules violation under sections V, VI, VII, IX, X and XII is punishable by forfeit of game, and eligibility for the playoffs will be suspended pending review by the Executive Board.

XV. If the Executive Board of the SYFC feels that the "spirit" of any rule has been violated, it may use any punishment it sees fit.
SHORELINE YOUTH FOOTBALL CONFERENCE

STATEMENT OF PURPOSE

To promote the importance of sports in the Shoreline Youth Football Conference.  To pledge our cooperation with others in the field of education and sports, and to administer a program that will always stress the best interest of the youths who participate in Conference activities.  To provide the largest number of pre-high school aged youth with a positive experience in the game of football.

No member, director, officer nor any other private individual shall receive at any time, the net earnings or pecuniary profit from the operations of the corporation, provided that this shall not prevent the payment to any such person of such reasonable compensation for services rendered to or for the corporation in effecting any of its purposes as shall be fixed by the Board of Directors and no such person or persons shall be entitled to share in the distribution of the corporation.  All members of the corporation shall be deemed to have expressly consented and agreed that, upon such dissolution or winding up of the affairs of the corporation whether voluntary or involuntary, the assets of the corporation, after all debts have been satisfied, and those remaining in the hands of the Board of Directors shall be distributed, transferred, conveyed, delivered and paid over in such amounts as the Board of Directors may determine or as may be determined by a court of competent jurisdiction upon application of literary or educational organizations which would then qualify under the provisions of Section 501(C) of the Internal Revenue Code and its regulations as they now exist or as they hereafter be amended.

CODE OF ETHICS

The Shoreline Youth Football Conference depends upon mature, respected and dependable volunteers to work as managers, coaches and in other leadership capacities for the good of the youngsters and the organization itself.

TREATMENT OF PARTICIPANTS

ALL CONFERENCE OFFICIALS AND COACHES MUST:

1. Be alert to the physical safety of all participants and spectators.

2. Be consistent in handling players and problems so that standards of conduct may be established.

3. Be willing to encourage rather than humiliate players in front of their teammates.

4. Properly condition the players to the extent that they can safely and adequately meet the physical demands of the sport.

5. Be constantly alert to the opportunities that they have to help players develop desirable habits and attitudes such as sportsmanship, fair play, self-discipline, cooperation and promptness.

BEHAVIOR OF COACHES

ALL CONFERENCE OFFICIALS AND COACHES MUST:

1. Be conscious that they set a personal example for youth, both on and off the field.

2. Insist that sportsmanship be a major emphasis of the game.

3. Create an atmosphere of respect for authority, rules, game officials, etc.

4. Be dependable to the youth and the Conference.

5. Become familiar with and adhere to Conference rules, as well as the rules of the game of football.

RESPONSIBILITY TO CONFERENCE

1. Notify the insurance representative or the delegated officer within 24 hours of occurrence if injuries requiring medical attention are sustained by a player, cheerleader or other personnel.

2. Properly protect all Conference equipment and promptly return same when requested.

3. Speedily comply with all rulings and regulations of the Conference.

UNDER POSSIBLE PENALTY OF LEAGUE SUSPENSION, PLAYERS AND COACHES SHALL NOT:

1. Argue or fight with any spectator or Conference member, official, opposing player, manager or coach.

2. Conduct themselves in any other manner that may discredit the Conference.

RULES FOR EJECTION FROM CONFERENCE

If any coach or other representative of the Shoreline Youth Football Conference is ejected from a ball game or is named in a written report by other members or officials of the Conference regarding behavior unfitting to a member during the current season, he/she shall be automatically suspended until said party has a hearing before the Executive Board.  This meeting will be called between the time of the suspension and the next game.  The Executive Board shall determine the extent of the infraction and shall either:

1. Exonerate the individual

2. Warn the individual and extend provisional reinstatement

3. Expel the person from further Conference participation

Any coach or other representative of the Shoreline Youth Football Conference willfully striking another person or persons during any Conference function shall be expelled from the Shoreline Youth Football Conference, contingent upon a hearing.

Items for Executive Board to consider when reviewing a coach who has violated the Point Spread Rule:

1. Substitution of skilled players (point-scoring player)

2. Amount of playing time of substitutes above minimum time

3. Type of play selection inside the 20-yard line
